NANJI NG MOTORS GLOBAL I N I TI ATI VE 

New global business m odel encom passes Asia, Europe and North Am erica, private 
and public sector investors. 
 
July 12, 2006 (Oklahom a City, OK)  - - -  Senior officials of Nanj ing Autom obile (Group)  
Corporat ion (NAC)  today announced the revival of the historic MG brand of vehicles, 
as well as plans to build a new MG product  in Oklahom a, with the form at ion of MG 
Motors North Am erica, I nc., in cerem onies held today in Oklahom a City.  
 
MG vehicles will not  only be built  in Nanj ing, China, (NAC's hom e) , but  also at  the 
Longbridge assem bly plant  near Birm ingham , England and at  a new Am erican 
assem bly plant  to be built  at  the Ardm ore Air Park in Ardm ore, Oklahom a. 
Headquarters for MG sales, m arket ing and dist r ibut ion (outside of Asia)  will be 
located in Oklahom a Cit y. Research and developm ent  will be in Norm an at  the 
University of Oklahom a.  
 
Following the successful efforts t o sustain such historically  significant  English 
autom ot ive brands as Aston Mart in by Ford Motor Com pany, Bent ley by the 
Volkswagen Group, and MI NI  by BMW, Nanj ing Motors has recruited a seasoned 
Am erican auto execut ive, Du ke T. Hale, t o be the new com pany's President  and Chief 
Execut ive Officer responsible for  the revival of MG in the U.K. and Europe followed by 
the re- launch of MG in North Am erica.  
 
"The prospect  of using 25 years of execut ive experience at  Volvo, Mazda, I suzu and 
Lotus to restore MG to the autom ot ive landscape is an opportunity I  j ust  couldn't  
turn down,"  said Mr. Hale. "Now that  we've finalized the im portant  financial, 
m anufacturing and product  planning details of this new venture, I 'm  well along in 
recruit ing a team  of experienced auto indust ry execut ives to j oin m e. A key 
ingredient  in that  effort  has been to find the r ight  hom e to build a com pletely new 
m odel for a global autom ot ive enterprise,"  said Hale. " I 'm  confident  that  Oklahom a 
fit s that  descript ion perfect ly."  
 
Joining Mr. Hale at  the announcem ent  cerem ony were two senior execut ives from  
NAC, Mr. Yu Jianwei,  President , and Mr.Wang Hong Biao, Vice President . 
 
"Nanj ing Motors is fully com m it ted to the restorat ion of the MG brand to m arkets 
around the world. This will be the key com ponent  of our Nanj ing's effor t  to j oin 
leading autom akers in t he m anufacture and sale of high qualit y, high character 
autom obiles,"  said Mr. Yu Jianwei, President , NAC. "As we finalize the installat ion of 
MG assem bly lines in our new Nanj ing plant , we are pleased to confirm  plans to build 
the TF roadster once again in Longbridge, U.K. and the new TF Coupe at  a 
com pletely new facilit y in Ardm ore, Oklahom a, USA. We will have even m ore to say 
about  our plans during our press conference next  Monday, July 17, at  t he London 
Motor Show."

The creat ion of the new MG Motors is the result  of extensive planning and 
collaborat ion am ong a num ber of partners who share a com m on vision of put t ing 
m odern MG sport s cars and sedans back on the road, while extending availabilit y of 
the historic English brand to new m arkets around the world. 



 
Joining NAC in this effor t  are Oklahom a Sovereign Developm ent , LLC;  Davis Capital,  
LLC;  the State of Oklahom a;  the City of Oklahom a City;  and the City of Ardm ore. 
The collect ive capital investm ent  pledged by these part ies exceeds $2 billion, 
including NAC's new MG plant  in China, re- start ing product ion of the roadster in 
Longbridge and building an assem bly plant  and parts dist r ibut ion center in the 
southern Oklahom a city of Ardm ore. 
 
MODEL LI NEUP WI LL APPEAL TO CONSUMERS WORLDWI DE 
 
While final details will be m ade available in the m onths ahead, MG Motors plans to 
offer  a full range of sports cars and sedans to consum ers. The three sedans will be 
built  at  Nanj ing's facilit ies in China, while the MG TF roadster will be built  at  the 
factory in Longbridge, U.K. A newly-designed TF Coupe will be built  at  the Oklahom a 
facilit y in Ardm ore.  
 
According to MG Motors officials,  approxim ately 550 jobs will be created in 
Oklahom a, including headquarters operat ions, assem bly operat ions, parts and 
dist r ibut ion operat ions and research and developm ent .  
 
The com pany expects t o start  const ruct ion of t he Ardm ore assem bly facilit y early in 
2007 with product ion to start  by the third quarter of 2008. 
 
MG Motors North Am erica, I nc. (MG Motors) ,  is a j oint  venture with Nanj ing 
Autom obile (Group)  Corporat ion (NAC)  and will be solely responsible for  the sales, 
service, parts and dist r ibut ion of MG vehicles in the U.K., Europe and North Am erica.
